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English Language Requirements for Further Education (FE) Courses

International applicants must satisfy both the English language entry requirement for their chosen course AND the academic entry requirement.

Applicants whose first language is not English must demonstrate that they have an appropriate level of English language to be eligible to study one of our further education courses.
The level of English required depends on the course applied for. The below table outlines alternatives accepted when an entry requirement of GCSE English A*-C is required.

An applicant may meet this requirement from their existing school or post-school qualifications. This must be evidenced by an ENIC Statement of Comparability. The

Statement of Comparability should be uploaded to the applicant’s UCM Learner Portal when submitting the course application.
